Jerry,

Did the friction material break off from the center hub?  I assume this is a spring-centered clutch?  I've
seen several fail at the sheet metal tabs that go from the spring center to the friction ring.

The most direct way to correct this failure mode is to use the turbo clutch disk and keep everything else. 
It is much stronger and fits all the stock stuff.  The clutch disk is free per the rules but you have to keep
the stock pressure plate etc.
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
