NASA would only require the Helmet and long sleeve cotton shirt.  PCA varies by Region for TT, but for
AX or DE, only a helmet.  For a San Diego TT or Zone 8 TT, it depends on the car classification
(performance).  SP1 is low enough that Helmet and long sleeve cotton shirt should be all that is required,
but check with each Tech guy.
