Hmm, I'll have to check that then. My balance shaft seals were leaking like crazy, but | guess that's a
common problem, regardless of if the shafts themselves are aligned or not? | don't think they are off,
because I've had the car on track several times and nothing big has come up, aside from a few oil leaks.
Also the car came with an early model fuel rail (not attached, just in a box of parts); so I'd be willing to
bet that someone tried to replace it at some point but bought the wrong rail. However my car does feel
down on power, compared to other 944s I've driven. So I'll definitely check them anyway!

Edit: Tomorrow I'll take some pictures of where the fuel rail is cracked to see if it's in the same spot as
yours (and others). | better check the balance shafts sooner rather than later if this is really a potential
problem...
