I'm thinking more of my
coolsuit, which currently doesn't leak but you never know. | will put rubber spacers under it to absorb
some vibrations and can make those about 1&quot; thick to get it up off the floor a bit. An advantage to
putting it on the floor is also easy access to it if needed(can't imagine a scenario where I'll need to get to
it in a hurry but you never know). Any thoughts?

Another spot I'm thinking about would be under the dash where the heater blower used to be. | have a
plate blocking off that hole and can screww it to that but now it's up higher, although it's weight is
negligible, and it's harder to get to.
